SVSS Competition Policy

Under AMA Guidelines

e (Dates cited are from general meeting minutes as posted in the newsletter the following month.)

e SVSS will hold a contest the second Saturday of the month unless otherwise noted in the newsletter.

(Oct. 2001)

e There will be 9 contests that count for season points, March - November. (Feb. 96)

* A contest will be postponed for any of the following reasons: rain, lighting, fog, or wind of 18 mph or

more. (Dec. 93)

* In the event of a postponement, the contest will be held on the following Saturday. If weather conditions

are still unsafe, the contest is cancelled for the month. (Sept. 93)

e The contest entry fee will be $8 (January 2004) except for juniors (under 16) which will be $2.

(April 2003)

e Small rally plaques will be awarded for the top three places in each pilot class.

* Season points are calculated by awarding the first place pilot 100% and normalizing all other scores.
(Jan. 93) The two lowest scores will be thrown out for each pilot. (Nov. 92)

* Classes are Expert, Sportsmen, Novice (no high tech. planes allowed in Novice), (Apr. 92), Gray Cup — age

60 or older (Feb. 99) and RES. (Sept. 99).

* At the end of the season, up to four places in each class will be awarded a trophy (Apr. 92/Dec. 2000
precedent). In the event of a tie, both places will receive a trophy and the next lowest place will be

dropped. (Apr. 92)
* The Spring Fling will not count towards season points. (Feb. 96)

* The Executive Board may move a pilot up a class by a majority vote if the pilot's end of the year score

exceeds the limits set by the board. (Nov. 92)
0-65% Novice.

86-100% Expert

66-85% Sportsman

* If 7 or more contests have been flown in a class, the pilot may stay in that class for the season, but may

be required to move up the next season. (Nov. 92)

Our own physicist Ken Holden gave
a nice presentation on the study of air-
foils for a 3 meter thermal duration
sailplane with its” right side up.

Drawing on many sources including
his own knowledge, on-line research
and utilizing the University of
Indianapolis (or was it Indiana?) super
computer, Ken attempted to educate
us on the value of studying Reynolds
numbers.

Just so you know, Reynolds num-
bers are a dimensionless constant that
help determine the relationship
between coefficients of drag, the chord
of a wing and its airspeed. The pres-
entation included several hand drawn
charts plotting several commonly used
airfoils.

After considerable work and study,
it was noted the small irregularities in
the airfoil cause substantial damage to
the effectiveness of an airfoil, and,

of one airfoil over another.
