Dudley has loaded the SVSS contest dates into the website calendar and also the F3F race dates for
NorCalSlopeSoarers (NCSS). NCSS holds their F3F races once a month on the second Sunday of
the month, the day after our contest dates. Normally, the events are held at “The Slot” which is the
hill just off of 680 south of Cordelia where PG&E had its windmill. Anyone interested in learning
to fly F3F can contact me or Rich Speroni the NCSS VP for Contests at
rich.speroni@sbcglobal.net. F3F involves flying 10 laps on a 100 meter course as fast as you can.
The planes used in this event are normally smaller and heavier then our TD planes because of the
speeds involved and the 180 degree turns. The challenge is to learn how to read the air moving up
a slope and adjust the your flying to minimize your elapse time. Each pilot takes a turn in each of
the 8-10 heats for the day and then scores are normalized for each heat or round and summed for
the event.
